	Committee Names & Descriptions

	Advanced Ticket Sales

	Advisory Board
	The Advisory Board is made up of all Past Vice Presidents who provide guidance and information based on their years of service to our association.

	Aesthetics
	Responsible for the Logistics of BBQ and Rodeo setup.  This is the committee for Construction, BBQ & Rodeo Decorations, Set up of signs, fences, piping, assist with setup of Spur Club and the arena Spur Club, Arena signs, fence signs, flags, sponsor signs, water hoses for Cookers and security of the fence line. Design and Setup of the cook team spots for Cook-Off and the location of their booths. 

	Badging
	Creates prints and issues all volunteer badges.

	Beauty Pageant
	The Beauty Pageant committee provides young ladies an opportunity to participate in a beauty contest by demonstrating poise, beauty, and community involvement. 

	BBQ Beer Sales
	This committee is responsible for all beer sales during the BBQ Cook-Off. Stocking of beer booths, set-up of the beer booths, inventory, and transfer of product to beer booths and stores from the delivery truck. Beer Stores sells beer directly to cooking teams and vendors.

	BBQ Chuck Wagon
	A favorite among the volunteers, this committee serves breakfast, lunch and supper to hungry and tired volunteers during the BBQ Cook-Off. 

	BBQ Information
	The general public can always find help locating cook teams with the efforts of this committee.

	BBQ Jail House
	This committee takes your friends and locks them up until someone feels pity for them and pays the bond to get them out. It is always ready to carry you to the jail house. During cook-off they have raised lots of money for the general scholarship fund.

	BBQ Jr. Chili Cook-Off / Backyard Cook-Off

	Maintain and keep all light towers fueled during all events.

	Energy Services
	Set-up and power up the grounds for all events

	Equine
	Host all equine events including an Open horse show (Pinto and Paint point approved), Play-day and other related events, sell sponsors, brisket sale, holds a sponsor appreciation reception & Rodeo raffle.

	Facility Services Maintenance
	Set up and maintain all grounds, signage perimeter fencing for all events

	Finance
	Reconciling cash from sales during Rodeo and Cook-Off

	Golf Carts
	Maintains and issues golf carts during the BBQ Cook-Off that are listed on the golf cart list.

	Golf Tournament
	Plans and organizes the annual Golf Tournament

	Grand Entry
	Organizes all participants in the grand entry.  Works closely with the Rodeo announcer and sets up the various committees on when the committee will participate in the Grand Entry.

	Heavy Equipment
	Operate and assist with any heavy equipment during all events

	Hispanic Heritage
	Organizes and plans the Hispanic events

	Hostess
	Subsidiary of the Livestock Auction committee. They serve at the Livestock Auction

	Deliver and sell ice to cookers, keep all beer booths stocked with ice.
