2012 AGRICULTURAL EDUCATION SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM

The Pasadena Livestock Show and Rodeo will award scholarships to students from five area high schools (Sam Rayburn, Pasadena, South Houston, J. Frank Dobie, Memorial, Deer Park) and Boys and Girls Harbor.  These scholarships may be used to pay for tuition, fees and books while attending a college, university, Jr. College or technical/trade school.

To be eligible for a scholarship, the candidate must meet all the following criteria:

· The student must be a senior enrolled in one of the above schools.

· The student must have been enrolled in vocational agriculture for four (4) semesters.

· The student must submit a Pasadena Livestock Show and Rodeo Scholarship Application, an official high school transcript, a recent photograph, and a written narrative of the applicant’s achievements and activities.  The narrative should cover leadership skills, extracurricular activities, agriculture projects, career goals, the need for financial assistance, plus any other information, which is pertinent for proper consideration.

Selection of the scholarship recipients will be made by the Rodeo Scholarship Committee based on the applicant’s grades, entrance exam score, need, and participation in agriculture projects as well as leadership skills and goals of the candidate.

Use of a scholarship must be initiated within eighteen (18) months of award or the scholarship will terminate.  Once initiated, any remaining scholarship funds will be forfeited if inactive beyond two (2) regular semesters.  If a valid reason exists for failing to activate the scholarship within the prescribed time (or if forfeited due to inactivity), it is the students responsibility to petition the Scholarship Committee for an extension.  Scholarships cover tuition, books, and related fees; payment will be made by the Pasadena Livestock Show and Rodeo within two weeks after receipt of proper proof-of-payment documentation.  Reimbursement will be made only during the current semester; documents presented for a previous semester will not be honored.
